Introduction: Platform and Transparency
Hi everyone, I’m Herman, and today I want to walk you through the investment platform we built at PIMCO.
At the core of our strategy is transparency. We believe investors, especially Gen Z, deserve more than vague reports and buzzwords. They want real data, real-time updates, and real accountability. That’s why we built a dashboard that is fully accessible to our investors.
This platform shows exactly what we’re investing in, why we’re doing it, and how each company is performing.
Portfolio Table Breakdown
Let’s take a look at our current portfolio table.
Each row represents one company in our portfolio. For example, PLD is Prologis, a logistics and real estate leader that aligns with our 3G strategy.
We present key metrics for each holding:
· Current Price: The most recent market price of the stock
· Mean Price Target: The average 1-year price forecast by analysts
· Risk: Annualized volatility based on daily price movements – a proxy for uncertainty
· Return: The expected return based on current price vs. target price
· Impact: This is the ESG score, which we call "Impact" on our platform
How We Calculate Risk
The risk metric in our table is calculated as follows:
· We take the daily returns of each stock (percentage change in price from one day to the next)
· Then we calculate the standard deviation of those returns, which measures how much the price tends to fluctuate
· Finally, we annualize the result by multiplying it by the square root of 252 (the number of trading days in a year)
This gives us the annualized volatility, which is a standard way to express financial risk. A higher number means more price swings, and thus more uncertainty.
What Does "Impact" Mean? (ESG Score)
The Impact score is based on ESG (Environmental, Social, and Governance) data sourced from trusted agencies like MSCI and Sustainalytics.
· A lower score means a lower ESG risk – which is good.
· For example, ASML has an ESG Impact score of 8.5, making it one of the most sustainable in our portfolio.
· On the other hand, a score like 26.0 for LEN means there are more risks or sustainability challenges to address.
This score helps our investors understand not only the financial return potential, but also the ethical and environmental profile of each company.
3D Risk-Return-Impact Chart
Now, let’s talk about the 3D chart.
We built this visualization to give a full picture of how each company performs across three dimensions:
· X-axis: Risk
· Y-axis: Return
· Z-axis: Impact (ESG score)
The ideal company would be positioned low on risk, high on return, and low on ESG risk. In other words, it would float in the top-left-front area of this 3D space.
This chart allows us – and our investors – to make informed decisions by seeing where the true value lies in both financial and ethical terms.
